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1. Improved communications between the Athletic Trainers prior to GNAC contests, including the following:
a. Contacting the Host ATC 12-24 hours ahead of GNAC contest, concerning taping and treatment needs (phone/e-mail/text). Host ATCs should be available on the site of the home contest at least one-hour prior to the contest. Water, cups/bottles  and ice is an expected courtesy by the Home Team.
b. Contacting Host ATC about significant pre-existing conditions of traveling student-athletes.
c. Communication by phone or e-mail/text concerning treatment plans (modalities/whirlpool).
d. Traveling teams should come with a prepared-stocked medical kit, and coaches should carry medical history/emergency contact information.
e. Teams traveling less than one hour to a GNAC contest should be treated and/or taped on campus before departing- if this is not possible, a courtesy call is required.
f. Visiting team coaches need to understand the duties and protocols of the Home Athletic Trainer if they are not traveling with medical coverage.
g. Host Athletic Trainers will alert visiting team’s athletic trainer (cell phone/text) if a student-athlete suffers a concussion, or requires hospitalization. Other medical matters can be relayed within 12 hours. A coach should not be relied on to transfer medical information.
h. Athletic training students should not tape student-athletes unless under “direct supervision” of a certified athletic trainer. Member schools can request that visiting student-athletes be taped by ATCs only.

2. Improved game coverage- Regular and Post-Season:
a. ATCs should travel with teams for high-contact games (lacrosse, hockey).
b. Fall and winter GNAC tournament games should be on alternate days (M&W Soccer, VB;
M&W Basketball;  BB &SB; LAX) to provide for schools with limited sports medical staffs.
c. ATCs should travel with teams to GNAC tournament games, to avoid putting Host ATCs in compromising positions concerning medical care. 

3. Standards of Care
a. All GNAC members should take part in the Appropriate Medical Coverage of Intercollegiate Athletic (AMICA) formula for assessing current staff needs.
b. Each GNAC member school should have an Emergency Action Plan (EAP) in place for each sport, each venue and any neutral practice or game site.
c. Each GNAC member school should have a Catastrophic Emergency Action Plan in place.
d. Each GNAC member school should stay abreast of NCAA mandated programs, and communicate with all conference schools on campus protocols (ADD-ADHD; Concussion; Sickle-Cell Trait).
e. All GNAC member schools will be required to send at least one member of its Athletic Training Staff to the annual GNAC Professional Development Day.
4. GNAC ATC’s will participate in a conference call 2 times per year (August/January). Call will be conducted by ATC Committee Chair.  The GNAC Commissioner will also participate in the call.
